Since 1970s, the United Nations has launched a number of conventions, 
protocols, and agenda concerning pollution, environmental change, and natural 
resource depletion.

End of pipe solutions for poverty eradication, illiteracy, pollution control, and 
environmental management mainly based on technological innovation of developed 
countries have been seriously suggested and employed, while prevention of 
environmental problems have been loosely collaborated because they seem to be an 
economic slowdown or obstruction. As most countries realized that they have 
heavily exploited natural resources and generate unwanted wastes which cause loss 
of biodiversity, global warming, coastal erosion, etc. Frequent excuse of such 
wrong doings is 'well-being' or 'better quality of life' of humanity with immoral
